
What a CORD meeting!  Itôs hard to believe that just over two weeks ago, we were in beautiful 

San Francisco at Scientific Assembly.  First Iôd like to thank the CORD Board of Directors, Barb 

Mulder, Amy Will, and all of the Committee and Task Force Chairs for their hard work on all of the 

CORD related business that was accomplished since the last meeting.  
 

Weôll have final updates on the progress of these groups at Academic Assembly in April.   
 

I had been a little nervous before the CORD Business Meeting.  I was fully prepared to explain the 

boardôs recent decision to change association management services from SAEM to ACEP.  After 

an extensive, unbiased review, the board felt that this decision was definitely in the organizationôs 

best interests.   
 

After a series of phone calls to SAEM colleagues, CORD members, ACEPôs professional staff, 

and others, I felt confident that we were on the right path.  The Board began our internal 

discussions regarding the transition.  We met with several members of SAEMôs Board.  We again 

discussed the transition intensely at our BOD meeting.  
 

I put all of this information into my 

Presidentôs Address to deliver at the 

CORD Business Meeting.  The day before 

the meeting, Wally Carter and Mike 

Beeson (Chair and Vice Chair of the EM 

RRC) cornered me in a hallway.  Wally 

said, in a way that only he can, ñWe need 

to talkò.  In the next few minutes, Wally 

previewed what those of you who attended 

the business meeting now know.  As of the 

end of this year, the P.I.F., as we know it, 

is dead.  Then Mike followed up with an 

introduction to milestones, the new fix for 

the competencies.  I guess I should thank 

Wally and Mike.  The changes that CORD 

was making seem trivial in comparison. 
 

After decades of using a process of reviewing programs every 3 to 5 years, including the completion of the (expletive) 

program information form followed by a site visit, the ACGME will implement a new method for all EM programs.  This new 

process will be based on the pilot accreditation project that many of you participate in.  
 

Emergency medicine will be one of six specialties to implement the new method beginning in 2013. The remaining specialties 

will follow.  The new accreditation process will likely involve an annual electronic update with less frequent site visits. The 

good news: if youôre up for accreditation in 2012, you get a little time to prepare.  The bad news: if you were just recently re-

accredited in 2011 youôll likely have to switch over to the new accreditation system in 2013.  What happens if you just mailed 

your P.I.F. (like we did) last week?   You keep your fingers crossed, and hope for a 

really, really long cycle.   
 

The milestones are behavioral attributes within each competency that residents are 

expected to demonstrate at each level of training.  The Emergency Medicine 

Milestone Task Force has been working closely with the EM-RRC on this project for 

several months and is significantly ahead of the curve.  The milestones will likely be 

part of the new accreditation process. 
 

The CORD membership has two challenges.  First we must ensure that our 

organization remains strong through the transition and that we continue to provide 

and expand services to our membership.  As our new association management 

company, ACEP has promised that they can help us achieve this goal.   Our 

transition team has gotten off to an excellent start.  But we will need your input to 

make sure that ACEP delivers the services that you need.  (Continued on Page 11) 
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On behalf of the Program Committee, we invite you to the 2012 CORD Academic 

Assembly!! Given the ever evolving challenges of the GME landscape, a growing need 

for collaboration and a multidisciplinary approach to education have become integral 

parts of our individual and programs' future successes. This theme of ñAdvancing 

Collaboration in Emergency Medicineò will be incorporated into this yearôs sessions and 

explore how medical student clerkship directors, resident educators, and program 

coordinators can grow relationships at the individual, specialty, and organizational levels, 

and successfully navigate an environment of increasing regulation and oversight.  
 

Highlights for 2012 include: 
 

Program Leadership Development  (formerly New Program Directors) 

This nine hour pre-day workshop uses an interactive small group format and is targeted 

to the Program Director in his/her position for less than two years. Additional content is 

specific for New Associate/Assistant PDs. Sessions cover both the pragmatic (GME 

funding, budget, remediation), and the personal (mentorship, career 

development).  Leave this day with a network of new contacts, and with skills and tools to help successfully lead 

your program. 
 

New Program Coordinatorôs Workshop 

This one day workshop uses an interactive small group format to foster the development of  program coordinators/

training administrators who have been in the job for less than 2 years.  Sessions cover introduction to ACGME 

accreditation, the ñinterview seasonò, and day-to-day management of a residency program.  Presenters will provide 

organizational tools and tips for incorporation into your daily practice. Participants will leave  with skills and tools to 

help successfully manage their program and will also have a network of new contacts to assist with any future 

questions.  
 

Best Practices  

Old favorites return, including PD Survival Stories, Educational Soundbites, and the 

RRC Update. New sessions such as Faculty Group Evaluations, Team Training, and 

Cross Pollination: Learning from Other Fields reflect the conference theme of 

collaboration. Consensus building breakouts will develop best practices to address 

ACGME Milestones and to Teach Practice-Based Learning and Improvement.  Of 

particular interest will be a session devoted to the recently announced changes in the 

ACGME Accreditation process. 
 

Navigating the Academic Waters  

This three-day curriculum of fundamental junior faculty development topics provides 

teaching and evaluation tools as well as strategies for negotiation, mentorship, and 

academic advancement. A must for the personal and professional growth of faculty 

new to the academic world. 
 

Clerkship Directors in Emergency Medicine (CDEM)  

CDEM is an invaluable resource for Clerkship Directors and continues to expand its scope, with sessions on the 

State of the M3 Clerkship, Teaching Students from January to June, and Simulation for the Medical Student. The 

Track will also include sessions on advances in medical student assessment, and teaching techniques such as the 

use of the electronic medical record and deliberate practice.

(CCM). The number of critically ill patients presenting to emergency departments is increasing nationwide. This 
opportunity is a natural extension of the practice of Emergency Medicine.  
 
On September 21, 2011, at the General Assembly meeting of the American Board of Medical Specialties 
(ABMS), a joint program between the American Board of Internal Medicine (ABIM) and ABEM was unanimously 
approved. Emergency physicians can now supplement their Emergency Medicine residency training by 
participating in Internal Medicineïsponsored Critical Care Medicine (CCM) fellowships. Upon completion of CCM 
training, these individuals would be eligible to seek board certification. By January 1, 2012, ABEM will announce 
the specific eligibility criteria, the timeline, and the administrative process for emergency physicians to access the 
critical care certification examination offered by ABIM. ABEM will issue the CCM certificate to its diplomates, but 
the certificate would indicate that the standards are the same as those of ABIM. Information about the program 
can be found at www.abim.org/news/critical-care-medicine.aspx   
 
We are excited that emergency physicians now have the opportunity to assess their knowledge and skills in 
critical care medicine and that a formal training pathway exists to build upon their emergency training, and that 
this will allow them the opportunity to become certified in this important subspecialty,ᴁ stated Richard N. Nelson, 
M.D., ABEM President.  
 
IM CCM becomes the seventh subspecialty available to ABEM-certified physicians along with Emergency 
Medical Services, Hospice and Palliative Medicine, Medical Toxicology, Pediatric Emergency Medicine, Sports 
Medicine, and Undersea and Hyperbaric Medicine.

The Clinical Pathologic Case (CPC) presentation is a teaching tool that illustrates the logical, measured 
consideration of a differential diagnosis used to evaluate patients in the Emergency Department. Cases for 
presentation must be relevant to emergency medicine practice, solvable and discussible. Critical to this 
educational formatôs success is an effective presentation by both the case presenter and the case discussant. 
Cases are discussed using logical consideration of their salient features and measured consideration of the 
suggested differential diagnosis. Given the variety of cases seen in a typical Emergency Department, the 
spectrum of potential CPC cases is broad. Cases that are unusual presentations of common diagnoses or 
typical presentations of unusual diagnoses make the best cases for CPC.  Cases should have several 
elements in common: "relevance", "solvability", and "discuss-ability".  More information about the competition 
is available at the CORD website, www.cordem.org. 
 
All EM residency programs are invited to submit a case.  Each residency program may submit only one case. 
Categorical programs and combined programs are separate programs. Therefore, a case may be submitted 
by a combined EM/Peds or EM/IM program, and another case may be submitted by the categorical program 
from the same institution.  However, two cases from the same program at the same institution may not be 
submitted.
